· Italy (Venice)

· Technical Secondary High Level School in a tourist area
· CLIL spontaneous (now is changing) of subject teachers without co-teaching of foreign language teachers
· Scotland (Inverness)

· a six year comprehensive school serving an extensive area, including remote rural households and cities
· CLIL spontaneous of subject teachers (in Gaelic language)

· the use of Gaelic as L2 (mean language) is essentially due to a political need, mainly to preserve and improve the national (Scotland) traditions and culture; the students’ knowledge of Gaelic is highly variable: someone use it regularly in family, others has never used it

· Spain (Fuentesauco)

· the only school in a small country village, has  obligatory education and Bachillerato
· CLIL recently introduced mainly by subject teachers without co-teaching of foreign language teachers

· Germany (Lubeck)

· European School, with extra curricular based on bilingual teaching 
· curricular CLIL/bilingual mainly with teachers certified in both subjects and foreign language

· Germany (Frankfurt Am Main)

· comprehensive school with almost 50% of the pupils coming from migrant families
· curricular CLIL/bilingual offered by subject teachers with and/or without co-teaching of foreign language teachers

· Romania (Craiova)

· curricular CLIL/bilingual offered by subject teachers with and/or without co-teaching of foreign language teachers

· Poland (Wieliczka)
· lower secondary schools (gymnasiums)

· curricular CLIL/bilingual offered by subject teachers with and/or without co-teaching of foreign language teachers

· average age: ≈ 16 years old (from 12 to 21)

· CLIL Content focus
1. all the students have the perception to be at the centre of the CLIL lessons,
2. in some schools  group/pairwork is highly developed,
3. in some schools the students are not very often actively involved in special activities,
4.  the use of information technologies varies considerably
5. in some schools the students don’t use  L2 with their peers very often
· CLIL Language focus

6. mainly very high level richness of foreign language, 
7. in some schools the communication is less students centered, 

8. at different levels, but all the school use group/pairwork, 

9. in some schools the teachers don’t use L2 constantly, 
10. at different levels, but in almost all the school the students don’t use L2 to communicate very much
11. in all the schools the proposed materials are motivating, 
12. not all the teachers correct the students’ language mistakes., 
13.  the perceptions students have of the teacher consideration of the double work (content and language) varies from school to school.

· Venice

· they use IT very much, not often group/pairwork, and rarely are involved on structured activities; lessons with a better level of content skills, long teachers’ input during not-CLIL lessons, often project work is used; the students evaluate their L2 oral skills quite low, they like CLIL lessons, and think the focus is more on the content.
· (the results show that the students are aware of the CLIL methodologies, but these are still rarely using optional activities. Since they are developed by subject teachers, the focus is mainly on contents rather than on language, and  methodologies are still quite traditional).
· Inverness

· they frequently use group/pairwork, not often structured activities or IT, and don’t use frequently L2 both to peer communication or during the lessons, 
· (the results show a typical approach of CLIL used in the first classes, when the knowledge of the language is very low) 

· Fuentesauco

· the students use frequently IT,  don’t use group/pairwork and structured activities very often,  and typically present their works in L1

· for the language, the approach is just a little more difficult, and needs some corrections

· they are generally interested on CLIL, recognize the advantages of this methodology, both for contents and for language

· (the rural surrounding influences the interest and motivation of students on the foreign language, and the results show a frequently alternation of exciting and boring) 

· Lubeck

· very high is the number of structured activities carried out, the methodologies used and the number of project works achieved, 
· the students are conscious of their good L2 level, and the focus is slightly moved on language than content,
· medium on all the other items

· (the results show the European vocation of the school, the excellent level of foreign language knowledge of the students and long experience on bilingual teaching)

· Frankfurt

· high is the number of structured activities carried out and good the use of L2 during these activities, but they use very short IT,

· often they use target language, and the teachers correct the use of L2 (probably due to the large number of young students), but has the minimum value of teacher talking in a non CLIL lesson (good methodologies!), 
· (the results show a school where CLIL is only one of the other activities and methodologies implemented to improve the learning, a particular interest on the foreign language is not requested, from both students and teachers)
· Craiova

· good the number of structured activities carried out, and well supported during the CLIL lessons

· medium on all the other items 

· the students has a very high feeling on CLIL lessons, recognize the advantages of this methodology and the possibility to learn contents using a foreign language
· (the results show a really balanced application of CLIL, where the students are fully conscious of the methodologies)

· Wieliczka

· good the number of structured activities carried out, and the IT used, and the students typically present their works and mainly interact during the lessons in L2
· project works are used not very often, and rarely the teachers correct the student communications in L2, 

· the students show a lightly lack of support to the communication in L2 (no scaffolding techniques)
· the feedback of the students is not positive: they don’t like CLIL lessons, don’t think it will be useful to learn contents and to improve their foreign language; they have the perception the focus is mainly on language 
· (the results not very positive probably depend form the age of the students involved and the approach of the use of L2 in class)
